
2024 SECURITY PROCEDURES
The WM Phoenix Open presented by Taylor Morrison and the PGA TOUR are committed to providing the safest 
experience for both players and fans. Fans should be respectful to the players and courteous to fellow patrons.  
Those displaying egregious behavior will be removed from the tournament immediately. 

Tournament officials are working hard in advance of the upcoming tournament to ensure the enhanced security 
procedures are implemented seamlessly and that the public is aware of them prior to arriving at the main tournament 
entrance. Much of the TOUR’s security policy will be implemented behind the scenes and will have virtually no impact 
on your experience as a spectator. So, as you begin to plan for the upcoming WMPO please take the following 
procedures into account. We’ve highlighted the key elements of the security policy below.

•	 Bag inspection will be performed at all Admission Gates while gates are open.
•	 Opaque bags, including purses, are not to exceed 6”x 6”in their natural state. Guests will not be allowed to empty 

and collapse a non-approved bag into a clear bag.
•	 Clear plastic, vinyl, or other carry items not exceeding 12”x 6”x 12”.
•	 Volunteers bringing additional items to their assigned shifts must use a clear bag that does not exceed 12”x 6”x12”. 

All volunteers will pass through a security checkpoint prior to entering the golf course.

•	 Everyone attending the tournament is subject to search at the entrances and on the course at any time.
•	 Walk-through metal detectors will be used at each entrance gate for everyone including volunteers, spectators, 

working staff, media, etc.

PROHIBITED ITEMS LIST:

•	 Prohibited items will not be permitted on any shuttles
•	 NO bags larger than a small purse 6”x 6” including 

carrying cases, backpacks, camera bags, or chair bags
•	 NO clear plastic, vinyl, or other carry items larger than 

12”x 6”x12”
•	 NO glass cups or bottles of any kind except for  

medical or infant needs
•	 NO memorabilia including pin flags, photos,  

trading cards, balls and other sports paraphernalia
•	 NO computers or laptops
•	 NO fireworks or laser pointers
•	 NO lounge or over-sized chairs with extended foot rests
•	 NO seat cushions in a carrying case or that have 

pockets or compartments
•	 NO pets, except for service animals
•	 NO knives, firearms or weapons of any nature
•	 NO video cameras (All Week) 

•	 NO point and shoot, film or DSLR cameras  
(During Competition Rounds)

•	 NO selfie sticks or hand-held camera stabilizers
•	 NO beverages (patrons may not bring in or exit with 

beverages) or coolers
•	 NO radios, TVs, or portable speakers
•	 NO posters, signs or banners
•	 NO motorcycles, mopeds, tricycles, bicycles (whether 

or not motor-driven), skateboards, hoverboards, or 
other similar devices will be permitted to be operated 
on or within tournament property. Segways®, motorized 
scooters or other personal transportation devices are 
prohibited if not used as a mobility aid by individuals 
with mobility impairment

•	 NO drones, Remote Controlled Model Aircrafts or 
other devices that can be operated in airspace will be 
permitted to be operated at PGA TOUR events during 
tournament week.



ITEMS SPECTATORS WILL BE ALLOWED TO BRING INTO THE TOURNAMENT:
• Bags (opaque) not exceeding 6"x 6"x 6"

in their natural state

• Clear tote bags, plastic, vinyl, or other carry items
not exceeding 12"x 6"x 12"

• All mobile phones, tablets and PDA’s must be on silent
mode and used in accordance with the posted Mobile
Device Policy

• Sealed bottled water in approved bags

• Still Camera without case and Lens smaller than 6"
(Monday – Wednesday only)

• Umbrellas without sleeve

• Collapsible chairs, without chair bags

• Portable radios w/headset

• Strollers, plastic baby bottles and other baby supplies
(infant must be with carrier)

• Binoculars without binocular case.

• An exception will be made for fans needing to bring
medical supplies into the tournament. These medically
necessary items will be permitted after proper
inspection at one of the admissions gates

•	 Personal bags 6”x 6” or smaller
•	 Clear plastic, vinyl or other carry items not exceeding 

12” x 6” x 12”
•	 A one-gallon clear resealable plastic bag
•	 Reusable plastic or metal cups/bottles that are empty 

upon entry and exit, and cannot hold more than 
32-ounces

•	 Mobile phones, tablets, and PDA’s - MUST be on Silent 
mode and adhere to TOUR’s Mobile Device Policy

•	 Point and shoot, film or DSLR cameras with lens smaller 
than 6”; no case (During Practice Rounds Only)

•	 Umbrellas without sleeve

•	 Portable radios with headsets
•	 Medically necessary materials, strollers, small diaper 

bags, plastic baby bottles, and other essential baby 
supplies (infant must be with carrier) - items subject  
to search

•	 Collapsible chairs without chair bags
•	 Binoculars without case
•	 Seat cushions that do not require a carrying case or that 

do not have pockets or compartments
•	 Segways®, motorized scooters or other personal 

transportation devices when used as a mobility aid by 
individuals with mobility impairment
